2023 Digital Inclusion Visionary Trailblazer

In December 2023 the National Digital Inclusion Alliance (NDIA) has honored the City of Dallas
with the prestigious 2023 Digital Inclusion Visionary Trailblazer Award in recognition of its
outstanding efforts to bridge the digital divide. In 2023, Dallas stands alongside an unprecedented
47 awardees, comprising of municipal, county, and regional governments, collectively leading the
charge towards digitally inclusive communities across the United States. These Trailblazers serve
as exemplary models for other local governments, offering inspiration as communities strive to
establish comprehensive digital inclusion ecosystems.
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The City of Dallas earned its Visionary Trailblazer status by placing a high priority on digital
inclusion for its residents through a series of impactful initiatives and programs, including:

- Dedicating funding for the City’s first Digital Navigators Program;

- Hosting Digital Equity Open House events in communities most eligible for the Affordable
Connectivity Program;

- Preparing and distributing the first Dallas Digital Equity Fact Sheet summarizing efforts;

Office of Community Care’s Vital Statistics Five Star Service Award

The Texas Department of State Health Services (DSHS) acknowledges Vital Statistics partners
who understand and prioritize the importance of vital statistics services and their impact on the
residents of Texas. The Five Star Service Award is awarded annually to those partners who go
above and beyond the duties of birth and death registration, by attending trainings and keeping
abreast of the latest legislation and trends.

Award criteria includes:
o Register at least 96% of birth records within one business day
e Submit a completed local registrar self-assessment survey provided by the Vital Statistics
Section electronically no later than April 30" annually. [HSC 191.022 (g)].
e 20% user to local administrator ratio: For every five users at a facility, there should be one
local administrator
Attendance at either the summer conference or the annual conference
Completion of Birth Registrar Certification (BRC)
Attendance at monthly local registrar webinars with field rep
Local registrars must have an average search-to-print ratio of 60% or greater (Ex. if VS
conducts 300 searches and prints 225 records the search-to-print ratio is 75% (225/300)).

Kay Bailey Hutchison Convention Center Dallas (KBHCCD) Revenues Exceed
Expectations

The KBHCCD earned $3.6M in positive event-related revenue from client bookings,
audiovisual/technology, parking, and food and beverages in FY2023. Positive event-related
revenue is rare for convention centers, which typically generate revenue from hotel occupancy
(HOT) and alcohol/beverage taxes (ABT) - both of which also exceeded targets. KBHCCD
received $82M in HOT, $16M above budget. ABT also yielded $18M, (a $3M increase over
budget) reflecting Dallas’ strong recovery and growing tourism economy thanks to the hard work
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and partnership of Convention & Event Services (CES) staff, OVG360 (formerly Spectra), Visit
Dallas, and hoteliers.

CES, Economic Development and the City Controller’s Office staff are finalizing revenue garnered
from the Project Financing Zone (PFZ) and Brimer collections, which also outperformed initial
estimates significantly, to brief council on KBHCCD Master Plan funding sources in Q2 of FY2024.

Office of Homeless Solutions Updates

R.E.A.L. Time Rehousing

The R.E.A.L. Time Rehousing (RTR) team of homeless service providers, co-led by the Office of
Homeless Solutions (OHS) and Housing Forward has successfully rehoused 2,700 (and counting)
unique individuals as of October 17, 2023. The City and its partners now have a new goal of
housing 6,000 unique individuals by 2025 across the expanse of the metroplex.

OHS Street Outreach Update

Outreach is currently targeting several encampments, which will result in closure through the
housing of those unsheltered individuals throughout the year via RTR. The team will outreach to
these sites and meet with various persons experiencing homelessness to assess their needs in
preparation for site closure via housing. During this time, the OHS Street Outreach Team will
continue to engage with unsheltered residents through normal street outreach, connecting people
with the needed resources, such as: getting IDs, working with Community Courts on expunging
eligible tickets and offenses from their records, identifying medical needs, and getting them
access to the Coordinated Access System (CAS). The RTR Community Dashboard is live and
may be found here.

Please see the attached schedule for homeless encampment cleaning the week of January 8
through January 12, 2024. Please note that these will be for debris removal and outreach only.
All encampment cleaning requests are being resolved as time and weather allows and are subject
to modification in response to special requests by City leadership.

This joint effort
aims to address issues related to homelessness and the adverse effects street charity and illegal
solicitation have on the community. It will provide education on sustainably supporting those in
need while ensuring a safer and more comfortable environment for businesses and their patrons.

H.A.R.T/eam Update

The Homeless Action Response Team (H.A.R.T/eam) is led by the Office of Homeless Solutions
(OHS) and encompasses four teams comprised of a core team of the following: Crisis Intervention
Team (CIT), Dallas Animal Services (DAS), Dallas Marshals, and Code Compliance (Code). This
team is supplemented by Parks and Recreation, Dallas Fire & Rescue, and Public Works as
needed. The purpose of H.AA.R.T/eam. is to provide a quick response to immediate safety
concerns around homeless encampments and hot spots. To report a critical issue regarding an
encampment or panhandling, please submit a service request to 311 or the OurDallas
smartphone app. For any questions or concerns please reach out to the H.A.R.T. Supervisor,
Anthony Virgil, at Anthony.Virgil@dallas.gov.

The teams are assigned and respond to time-sensitive, critical issues received via 311 and via
email which are defined as:

e Issues raised by City Leadership and members of City Council requests
e |ssues presenting an immediate safety concern (the presence of firearms, uncontrolled
fires, reports of threatening behavior)

¢ Any issues which would derail the normal street outreach service resolution process

e Panhandling

2024 Homeless Point-In-Time (PIT) Count

Housing Forward’s annual Homeless Point-In-Time (PIT) count will be conducted in Dallas and
Collin Counties on the evening of January 25, 2024. Required by the U.S. Department of Housing
and Urban Development (HUD), the PIT Count is the count of sheltered and unsheltered
individuals experiencing homelessness and is traditionally done on one night in January across
the country per HUD guidelines. Locally, data gathered from the count is used for policy
development and program planning for homeless residents. The PIT count would not be possible
without hundreds of volunteers. All volunteers must register in advance as no walk-in teams will
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be accepted on the night of the count. OHS will work with Housing Forward to assign
councilmembers and their teams. Housing Forward is also collecting gender-neutral care
packages to distribute during the count. Councilmembers wishing to donate or volunteer should
contact Gloria Sandoval, OHS Program Administrator at gloria.sandoval@dallas.gov or Christine
Crossley, Director of the Office of Homeless Solutions at Christine.crossley@dallas.gov.
