The Interfaith Housing Home and Hope Residential Program provides
individualized and holistic programs for homeless families. The average
residency is 12 months.

The residential program goal is to help stabilize family living situations, which
also enables and requires parents to find full-time, sustainable employment. This
program also provides all family members counseling, specialized training and
medical and dental attention.

The EQUIP Homeless Prevention Program is a new and innovative program that
uses Interfaith Housing best practices and long term track record to partner with
community based churches and organizations. This program helps to prevent
homelessness and costly and debilitating loss before a family becomes engulfed
by the disruptive cycle of pre/post homeless issues. This program also enables
families (importantly children) to remain in their homes, communities, and
schools. HPRP funds will be used by the EQUIP program to provide rental and
utility assistance, security deposits, motel and hotel vouchers, and moving costs
to those at-risk of homelessness. One case manager will be hired using HPRP
funds. The Interfaith Housing Coalition is a member of the Metro Dallas
Homeless Alliance.
