BACKGROUND

Based on information provided by the applicant, the designated property is underlain by 
shallow groundwater that is encountered at depths ranging from approximately 12 to 18 
feet below ground surface (bgs) and is confined above the Eagle Ford Shale formation, 
the top of which is encountered at a depth of approximately 60 feet bgs and has a 
thickness of 200 to 300 feet.  The direction of groundwater flow beneath the designated 
property is generally towards the east or east-northeast.  This groundwater has been 
affected by chlorinated solvents, including trichloroethylene (TCE); 
cis-1,2-dichloroethylene (cis-1,2-DCE); 1,2-dichloroethane (cis-1,2-DCA); and vinyl 
chloride (VC) at concentrations above groundwater ingestion standards.  The source is 
unknown and expected to have originated from offsite.  Historical operations onsite 
have no documented use of chlorinated solvents. 

The property was entered into the Voluntary Cleanup Program (VCP) administered by 
the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) in May 2007.  The site is 
designated as VCP Facility ID No. 2047.

BACKGROUND (continued)

The applicant has requested that the City support its application for a Municipal Setting 
Designation (MSD).  A public meeting was held on May 11, 2009 to receive comments 
and concerns.  Notices of the meeting were sent to 102 property owners within 2,500 
feet of the property and 121 private well owners within 5 miles of the property.  There 
are no other municipalities within one-half mile of the property. 

This item is a municipal setting designation ordinance prohibiting the use of potable 
groundwater beneath properties near the intersection of Reading Street and Irving 
Boulevard including adjacent street right-of-way; and supporting the issuance of a MSD 
by TCEQ.

The applicant’s current plan is to obtain a VCP Certificate of Completion, supported by a 
MSD.  The anticipated future use will remain light industrial.

BACKGROUND 

On February 17, 2009, the President signed the American Recovery and Reinvestment 
Act of 2009 (Recovery Act) into law.  The Recovery Act appropriated $288 billion in tax 
relief, and $501 billion in local, state, and federal fiscal relief and spending programs to 
stimulate the national economy.  Approximately $1 billion of this appropriation 
established the Community Development Block Grant Recovery Program (CDBG-R) 
administered through the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).

On May 4, 2009, HUD issued a notice of funding availability under which HUD allocated 
CDBG-R funds based on the existing Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) 
formula.  As a CDBG grantee, the City of Dallas received an allocation of CDBG-R 
funds in the amount of $4,700,469.

In order to receive CDBG-R funds, the City of Dallas must adopt and submit to HUD a 
substantial amendment to its FY2008-09 Consolidated Plan budget and Action Plan by 
June 5, 2009.
In preparing the substantial amendment, the City of Dallas must follow its Citizen 
Participation Plan, except that the time period for public to comment is reduced from 30 
days to 7 days.
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BACKGROUND (Continued)

On May 13, 2009, City Council approved the preliminary adoption of a substantial 
amendment of the FY2008-09 Consolidated Plan Budget and Action Plan for the 
Community Development Block Grant – Recovery Program Funds (Federal Stimulus).  
A public notice was published on May 15, 2009, to allow for public comments on the 
substantial amendment through May 26, 2009. 

CDBG-R is a new program to invest in the rehabilitation of affordable housing and 
improve key public facilities – stabilizing communities and creating jobs in their 
communities.  CDBG-R includes the following activities: (1) Public Improvements (Major 
Maintenance); (2) Housing; (3) Public Services; and (4) administration (up to the 
maximum 10% of the grant). 

Consistent with HUD’s requirements, the City of Dallas has established the following 
timeline for implementation of the CDBG-R program:

The City of Dallas must give priority to projects that can award contracts based on bids 
within 120 calendar days from the date funds are available; infrastructure investments 
must have preference to activities that can be started and completed expeditiously, 
including a goal to obligate 50% of the CDBG-R funds within 120 days of enactment.  
The entire allocation of CDBG-R funds must be expended by September 30, 2012.  Any 
funds not expended within these guidelines will be recaptured by HUD and returned to 
the U.S. Treasury.

Comprehensive Plan and the Trinity River Corridor Comprehensive Land Use Plan to 
incorporate amendments to the Oak Cliff Gateway Land Use Opportunity Plan - 
Financing: No cost consideration to the City 

BACKGROUND

As part of the implementation process for the Trinity River Corridor Comprehensive 
Land Use Plan, the City Plan Commission created an ad hoc committee to work with the 
community to develop zoning recommendations.  In this case, the Oak Cliff Gateway 
Land Use Opportunity Plan adopted in 2005 called for continued residential 
development along the Lancaster and Ewing corridors, with the focus of mixed use 
development located along the river’s edge.  In 2007, City Council initiated a zoning 
case directing staff to evaluate existing zoning regulations with the adopted vision for 
the area to determine what zoning changes were necessary to facilitate the type of 
development desired.  Given that much of the existing zoning in the Oak Cliff Gateway 
complied with the adopted plan, staff’s initial recommendation regarding the zoning 
change was to only change a small portion of the area evaluated.  The ad hoc 
committee hosted a series of meetings in September, October, and November of 2008 
to discuss this proposed zoning change.  

Input from that series of meetings revealed a strong community sentiment to revise the 
adopted Oak Cliff Gateway Land Use Opportunity Plan, looking at the entire area to 
place a greater focus on mixed-use development and encourage a more walkable 
district.  The adopted plan did not reflect the vision of the community or the best 
potential for this area’s redevelopment.  As a result, staff began the process to revise 
the plan for the area.  
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BACKGROUND (Continued)

The City also established a new Neighborhood Investment Program (NIP) target area 
for the Marsalis corridor in 2008, which overlaps a portion of the Oak Cliff Gateway.  
Since the NIP is an effective tool to address a number of the planning issues that the 
community raised during the community meetings in the fall of 2008, staff from the 
Trinity River Corridor Project worked with the Housing Department to incorporate the 
new NIP area into the Oak Cliff Gateway planning process.  The result was an 
expanded study area which included the zoning authorized hearing boundary and the 
Marsalis NIP area.  

In January and February of 2009, community meetings focused on seeking input to 
clearly define the vision for the neighborhood with the goal of outlining necessary 
amendments to the Oak Cliff Gateway Land Use Opportunity Plan.  Since the 
community vision was so divergent from the existing adopted plan and zoning must be 
done in accordance with an adopted comprehensive plan, these amendments are 
necessary in order to move forward with a future recommendation for zoning changes 
that reflect the long-term vision for the area.  

At the conclusion of the series of planning meetings, groups of stakeholders requested 
that additional areas be included in the plan (Attachment A).  After hearing testimony at 
their last meeting, the CPC Committee recommended including two of the three areas 
highlighted on Attachment A in the planning study.  Stakeholders advocating for the 
areas’ inclusion, felt the existing study area boundaries arbitrarily divided the 
neighborhood and left a gap between the area and other ongoing planning studies.  
Testimony given at the CPC Committee meeting voiced concerns over adding property 
into the study area at the end of the process, without detailed input into the plan 
recommendations for that area.

The Trinity River Committee was briefed regarding this item at their April 21st meeting, 
and recommended including all of the areas in the study (Attachment B) and directed 
staff to initiate a process to notify property owners and get community input on the long 
range vision for the additional area.  

In order for the planning process to move forward, Council action is required to officially 
initiate necessary amendments to the adopted plan, and define the boundaries of the 
planning study.  This plan amendment follows the same process outlined in the Code 
for city-initiated zoning cases.  This initial public hearing is only to authorize the plan 
amendment.  A future public hearing will be scheduled following an additional public 
input process, City Plan Commission action on the revised land use opportunity plan, 
and future Trinity River Committee briefing regarding the plan amendments.
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PRIOR ACTION / REVIEW (COUNCIL, BOARDS, COMMISSIONS)

The City Plan Commission’s Trinity River Corridor Ad Hoc Committee and the Urban 
Design Advisory Committee hosted community meetings to discuss proposed zoning 
changes in the Oak Cliff Gateway on September 23, October 1, October 15, and 
October 30, 2008.

The City Plan Commission’s Trinity River Corridor Ad Hoc Committee and the Urban 
Design Advisory Committee were briefed on the input from the zoning meetings and the 
process to amend the land use plan on November 18, 2008.

The City Plan Commission’s Trinity River Corridor Ad Hoc Committee and the Urban 
Design Advisory Committee hosted community meetings to discuss amendments to the 
Trinity River Corridor Comprehensive Land Use Plan relating to the Oak Cliff Gateway 
Land Use Opportunity Plan on January 13 and February 3, 2009.

The City Plan Commission’s Trinity River Corridor Ad Hoc Committee and the Urban 
Design Advisory Committee were briefed on recommended plan amendments on 
February 24 and March 10, 2009.

The Landmark Commission was briefed on the Oak Cliff Gateway plan amendment 
process and its relationship to the Lake Cliff Historic District and Betterton House 
Historic District on April 6, 2009.

The Trinity River Corridor Project Committee recommended placing the hearing 
authorization on the May 27, 2009 Council agenda at their meeting on April 21, 2009, 
and including all of the areas requested by stakeholders in the planning process.

SUBJECT

Development Code", Section 51A-105.102, of the Dallas City Code to adopt the Collin 
County Flood Insurance Rate Maps which become effective on June 2, 2009, as a 
requirement of the Federal Emergency Management Agency; and at the close of the 
hearing, consideration of an ordinance authorizing the adoption of the Collin County 
Flood Insurance Rate Maps  - Financing: No cost consideration to the City 

BACKGROUND

Collin County is the second county which includes incorporated areas of the City of 
Dallas to receive updated Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRM) under the new Federal 
Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) process, and these become effective on June 
2, 2009.  This action will adopt the new maps as required by FEMA.

As a participant in the National Flood Insurance Program since 1978, updates to the 
Flood Insurance Rate Maps are an on-going process by FEMA.  A Flood Insurance 
Rate Map is an official map of a community on which FEMA has delineated areas of 
special flood hazards and the insurance risk premium zones applicable to a community. 

When the Flood Insurance Study for a community is revised, new maps are issued by 
FEMA.  FEMA requires each community to formally adopt the new study and maps prior 
to the effective date of the maps.  Recently, FEMA has changed to county-specific 
mapping, making it necessary for communities whose boundaries cross county lines to 
adopt multiple maps.

An ordinance amending Chapter 51A, "Dallas Development Code: Ordinance No. 19455, as

amended," of the Dallas City Code by amending Section 51A-5.102, amending the flood plain

area flood insurance study date; providing a penalty not to exceed $2,000; providing a saving

clause; and providing an effective date.

WHEREAS, the city council, in accordance with the Charter of the City of Dallas, the

state law, and the ordinances of the City of Dallas, have given the required notice and have held

the required public hearing regarding this amendment to the Dallas City Code; Now, Therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DALLAS:

SECTION 1. That Subsection (a), "In General," of Section 51A-5.102, "Designation or

Removal of Flood Plain Areas," of Division 51A-5.100, "Flood Plain Regulations," of Article V,

"Flood Plain and Escarpment Zone Regulations," of Chapter 51A, "Dallas Development Code:

Ordinance No. 19455, as amended," of the Dallas City Code is amended to read as follows:

"(a) In general.

ill A flood plain designation is not a zoning classification, but refers to a
specific area subject to flooding.

ill When this designation is noted by an "FP" prefix on the official zoning
district map, the area designated is referred to in this article as an FP area.

ill FP areas include those areas identified as [areas of] special flood hazards
by FEMA in the August 4, 2004 Dallas County, Texas and incorporated areas flood insurance
study, with accompanying flood insurance rate maps, [and in the] September 26, 2008 Rockwall
County, Texas and incorporated areas flood insurance study, with accompanying flood insurance
rate maps, as revised, and June 2, 2009 Collin County, Texas and incorporated areas flood
insurance study, with accompanying flood insurance rate maps, as revised, and officially
designated as FP areas by the city council."
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SECTION 2. That adjustments will be made to the section references in this ordinance

for codification purposes only. A Dallas Development Code section reference containing the

symbol "[A]," for example, "Section 51[A]-5.102," means that the letter "A" will appear in the

Chapter 51A version only, and will not appear in the Chapter 51 version.

SECTION 3. That a person violating a provision of this ordinance, upon conviction, is

punishable by a fine not to exceed $2,000.

SECTION 4. That Chapter 51A of the Dallas City Code shall remain in full force and

effect, save and except as amended by this ordinance.

SECTION 5. That this ordinance shall take effect immediately from and after its

passage and publication in accordance with the provisions of the Charter of the City of Dallas,

and it is accordingly so ordained.
