BACKGROUND

The designated property is underlain by alluvium deposits and shallow groundwater. 
Groundwater was encountered at a depth of 9-10 feet below ground surface (bgs). The 
alluvium thicknesses average approximately 20 to 25 feet bgs and are underlain by the 
Eagle Ford Formation. Groundwater flow beneath the designated property was 
determined to flow towards the northwest. This groundwater has been affected by 
benzene, TPH, arsenic, barium, and lead, at concentrations above drinking water 
standards. The sources of these chemicals appear to be from historical onsite 
operations of a former underground petroleum storage tank and battery slag/casings 
used to fill in driveway depressions and releases offsite from former underground 
petroleum storage tanks and a former refinery. 
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BACKGROUND (Continued)

The property was entered into the Voluntary Cleanup Program (VCP) administered by 
the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) in March 2005. The Site is 
designated as VCP Facility ID No. 1806.

The applicant has requested that the City support its application for a MSD designation. 
A public meeting was held on November 5, 2007 to receive comments and concerns. 
Notices of the meeting were sent to 804 property owners within 2,500 feet of the 
property and private well owners within 5 miles of the property. There are no other 
municipalities within one-half mile of the property. 

This item is a municipal setting designation ordinance prohibiting the use of potable 
groundwater beneath properties near the intersection of Singleton Boulevard and 
Hampton Road including adjacent street rights-of-way; and supporting the issuance of a 
MSD by TCEQ.

The Applicant’s current plan is to obtain a VCP Certificate of Completion, supported by 
a MSD. The future plan is to remain an automobile repair and storage facility for 
salvaged automobiles.
