deviation is 51.99% exclusive of the unassigned areas.

This plan submission does not meet the minority representation test. While this plan 

includes 7 minority districts and 2 minority coalition districts, many of the districts 

exceed the population deviation for population equality. Because all areas of the city 

were not assigned to a district, additional evaluation of the plan cannot be completed. 

 

3. Contiguity and Compactness: All districts should be geographically compact and 

contiguous.

This plan does not meet the contiguity and compactness test. The plan does not assign 

all areas of the city to one of fourteen districts. Additionally, the districts are not 

contiguous. Due to these discrepancies, compactness scores and boundaries were not 

developed.
