Vickery Meadow TIF 

was created in 2006 to serve as a catalyst 
model for mixed-use development by 
redeveloping a functionally and structurally 
obsolete commercial and rental residential area 
to take full advantage of the DART light rail 
system, promote transit-oriented development 
and implement context-sensitive urban design 
standards

The TIF District was created in 2005 to assist 
in the creation of the The Shops at Park 
Lane, and to address the broader 
neighborhood goal to enhance the real estate 
market and encourage new investment by 
providing a source of funding for public 
amenities and infrastructure improvements

Vickery Meadow PID

 The Vickery Meadow area consists of 
approximately approximately 110 businesses, 
11,929 multi-family units and 5 DISD schools was 
established in 1993 and was renewed in 1998, 
2003, 2008, and 2016. 

The general nature of the service and 
improvements provided by the PID are to 
provide public safety, graffiti control, 
landscaping, park improvements, trash pick-up, 
neighborhood improvements, acquisition, 
construction, operation and maintenance of 
mass transportation facilities, marketing and 
promotional activities, distinctive lighting and 
signage, business development and recruitment 

Vickery Meadow Station Area Plan

was created in February 2013 in which the City of 

Dallas was awarded a Housing and Urban 

Development (HUD) Community Challenge 

Planning Grant to enhance transit‐oriented 

development 

focused planning aimed at developing 

workforce, mixed income, and mixed‐use 

housing at multiple DART light rail stations that 

included Vickery Meadow: Walnut Hill and Park 

Lane stations (Red Line)

Vickery Meadow Pedestrian Road Safety 

Assessment

was completed in February 2015 with Planned 

improvements to the Vickery Meadow (VM) area 

include pedestrian and bicycle safety.
