Jefferson Viaduct Two-Way and Houston Viaduct Active Transportation Only:

| am in strong support of the proposal to convert Jefferson Boulevard Viaduct into two-
way car traffic with two vehicle lanes in each direction in order to convert the Houston
Street Viaduct into a car-free route for the streetcar, pedestrians, and cyclists only. This
proposed change supports the city’s Vision Zero, CECAP, and broader mobility goals.
The Houston Street Viaduct, which is over 100 years old, will also benefit from the
reduction in traffic weight. | have heard from many residents and experienced firsthand
how much easier it is to bike from North Oak Cliff to downtown via the Houston Street
Viaduct as opposed to the much steeper Jefferson Boulevard Viaduct. With the
Convention Center redevelopment underway, increasing safe mobility options between
downtown and North Oak Cliff is more important than ever. In addition, the median
between the streetcar and two-way cycle track should serve both as a safety buffer and
as a shade structure for pedestrians and cyclists. If street art is contemplated, Oak
Cliff-based artists must be included in all conversations. Improving access to the Trinity
River is also vital, and | would recommend a new connection for pedestrians and
cyclists from the Houston Street Viaduct to the Trinity River on the North Oak CIliff side.

Street Realignment Options:
There are six proposed street realignments to accommodate the conversion of the two

viaducts into the North Oak Cliff community. | am opposed to extending Brazos
Street/1st Street eastward under the I-35 bridge to connect to Eads Avenue and then
Colorado Boulevard as it would reduce space that could otherwise be used for
greenspace or

Creating a new roadway through Founders Park would be
detrimental to park users and cut off access between Founders Park and the Trinity
River, where a new trailhead access point should be added. Moreover, this pedestrian
and bike trail should not extend past Interstate 35 due to the aforementioned
concerns.

Our community supports the proposed changes to the Jefferson Blvd viaduct and the
Houston Street viaduct and extension of the streetcar line to the Dallas Zoo. We
additionally suggest that a trailhead be established at the southern end of the Houston
Street viaduct affording access for cyclists, pedestrians, and streetcar riders to the
Trinity Trail.

We do not support any of the six proposed street realignments, which will increase
traffic on Greenbriar Lane. We do support a modification of alternative 6, shown
attached here as “Alternative 7.” It does not include the extension of Greenbriar past
Zang and leaves Eads and I-35 connecting to Colorado Blvd. only rather than
connecting to Brazos Street and Greenbriar.

Greenbriar is a residential street, home to hundreds of families, and is heavily utilized
by dog walkers, joggers, parents with children in strollers, and cyclists. Unfortunately,
the current wide lanes of Greenbriar invite vehicles to travel at high speeds, creating a
hazard.

1) The streetcar southern terminus should end at Jefferson and NOT make a turn to
Southern Gateway park. The turn would needlessly increase cost and inhibit traffic
flow. Instead consider extending the street car to Jefferson and then providing an
enhanced pedestrian path/crossing to the park via Jefferson. There is more than
enough room on Jefferson and it would encourage foot traffic for those businesses.

Oak Farms Transportation Corridors Study — Feedback from Councilmember
Chad West

Interim City Manager Tolbert,

The Oak Farms Transportation Corridor Study was recently presented to the public on
October 29, 2024. This memorandum is my reply to city staffs and Michael Morris’
requests for community feedback before the end of November 2024. My feedback is
based on a combination of community member input, stakeholder input, staff's
presentations and detailed responses to questions, and on my own daily use of the
corridor to live, work, and play right by the Central Business District.

To begin, | want to reiterate a point that | have made many times before in public settings:
When rethinking how we use this corridor, it is essential that we consider how we use the
corridor now and how our use of the corridor will grow and evolve in decades to come.

Jefferson Viaduct Two-Way and Houston Viaduct Active Transportation Only:

| am in strong support of the proposal to convert Jefferson Boulevard Viaduct into two-
way car traffic with two vehicle lanes in each direction in order to convert the Houston
Street Viaduct into a car-free route for the streetcar, pedestrians, and cyclists only. This
proposed change supports the city’s Vision Zero, CECAP, and broader mobility goals.
The Houston Street Viaduct, which is over 100 years old, will also benefit from the
reduction in traffic weight. | have heard from many residents and experienced firsthand
how much easier it is to bike from North Oak Cliff to downtown via the Houston Street
Viaduct as opposed to the much steeper Jefferson Boulevard Viaduct. With the
Convention Center redevelopment underway, increasing safe mobility options between
downtown and North Oak CIiff is more important than ever. In addition, the median
between the streetcar and two-way cycle track should serve both as a safety buffer and
as a shade structure for pedestrians and cyclists. If street art is contemplated, Oak Cliff-
based artists must be included in all conversations. Improving access to the Trinity River
is also vital, and | would recommend a new connection for pedestrians and cyclists from
the Houston Street Viaduct to the Trinity River on the North Oak Cliff side.



Street Realignment Options:

There are six proposed street realignments to accommodate the conversion of the two
viaducts into the North Oak Cliff community. | am opposed to extending Brazos Street/1st
Street eastward under the [-35 bridge to connect to Eads Avenue and then Colorado
Boulevard as it would reduce space that could otherwise be used for greenspace or
housing. Highway underpasses often become nuisance areas and given the fact that
Colorado Boulevard already connects North Oak Cliff and The Bottoms, another vehicle
connection seems unnecessary and an irresponsible use of taxpayer funds. However, |
do support access to the Trinity River for pedestrians and cyclists. For those reasons, |
am opposed to alternatives 2-6.

Residents along Greenbriar Lane have voiced strong opposition to extending Greenbriar
Lane east past its current terminus at N Zang Boulevard. This is an important residential
street and we want to avoid adding fast, cut-through traffic, especially as the street will
become even more popular for pedestrians and cyclists. For those reasons, | do not
support alternatives 1-4.

I believe the best option based on community and stakeholder input would be a
modified Alternative 6. First, Brazos Street/1t Street should be for pedestrians and
cyclists only, not cars. Creating a new roadway through Founders Park would be
detrimental to park users and cut off access between Founders Park and the Trinity River,
where a new trailhead access point should be added. Moreover, this pedestrian and bike
trail should not extend past Interstate 35 due to the aforementioned concerns. The east
side of this pedestrian and bike trail should provide another access point to the Trinity
River. The Oak Farms site can still be accessed via Marsalis Avenue and Lancaster
Avenue, so an additional roadway from Zang is not needed at this time. | would also
suggest that Greenbriar Lane be considered for a road diet, with wider sidewalks and a
dedicated bike lane, per the many requests from neighbors who want to make the
roadway safer for all users, especially the many pedestrians and cyclists who will use this
route to connect to the car-free Houston Street Viaduct. See visual proposal, attached.

One pending question is whether the new pump station on the northeast corner of
Brazos Street and Jefferson requires access on Brazos Street. If so, would the
pedestrian and bike trail provide sufficient access?

Other Considerations:

| understand it is outside the scope of this project, but there must be some consideration
as to what happens on the downtown-side of this project, specifically where Houston
Street Viaduct and Jefferson Boulevard Viaduct terminate downtown. On the first,
Houston Street Viaduct turns into Houston Street and intersects with Young Street,
neither of which have bicycle facilities. | worry that we are dumping cyclists into car traffic,
which must be avoided. On the second, Jefferson Boulevard Viaduct turns into Market
Street which is currently a one-way street northbound. If Jefferson Boulevard Viaduct
serves cars leaving downtown towards Oak Cliff, Market Street might need to turn into a

two-way street to ensure smooth traffic flow. These changes are dependent on the
Convention Center redevelopment and must be considered together.

Streetcar Extension:

| fully support the extension of the streetcar to the Zoo and the Southern Gateway Deck
Park and am open to either alternative, although | prefer the Jefferson Boulevard route.

| hope to see these forward thinking and much needed changes move forward. Please
let me know how | can help to do so and if you have any questions.

I was able to attend long enough
to get the clear impression not only from the presentation but also
from public commentary that Greenbriar is a principal and pivotal
part of this planning. In that regard, please consider the following
background information during your deliberations.

In 2015, the Oak Cliff Gateway , ten years in the making and one of

the largest rezoning efforts in Dallas history, was approved. Its promise
was to bring walkable urban neighborhood life to what was a scattering
of businesses, vacant lots and buildings. We became versed in form-based
zoning and had high hopes that such rezoning would finally attract the
developers to come and work their magic. It did!

Today, the blue area in the Gateway rezoning map below is a quiet, stable,

tree-lined inner city residential neighborhood whose pedestrian amenities

- such as wider sidewalks - are still lacking and whose safety still requires additional traffic calming
measures. Yet, upon initial review, the security

and predictability which the Gateway rezoning offered Greenbriar currently seems in jeopardy by the
many option plans hinging on its involvement and

becoming a thru-way if there's no commitment to a complete street there.

Alternatively, how about making Colorado as the East/West connector? It’s existing, underused, and
already connects to The Bottoms. Also, while

Colorado is further south - it prevents Greenbriar (already overloaded) from

being used as a cut through from East Oak Cliff to I-30 westbound.

In any case, thank you for this well-in-advance public time to review and
comment.

1) The streetcar southern terminus should end at Jefferson and NOT make a turn to Southern Gateway
park. The turn would needlessly increase cost and inhibit traffic flow. Instead consider extending the
street car to Jefferson and then providing an enhanced pedestrian path/crossing to the park via
Jefferson. There is more than enough room on Jefferson and it would encourage foot traffic for those
businesses.

2) If the goal is to get more utility and economic development from the streetcar please consider an
easy connection from Union Station (the northern terminus for the streetcar) to Victory Park (House of
Blues / American Airlines Center). The best route currently is to get off the tram at Union Station and
walk the mile but that mile of sometimes sidewalks and frequent crossings is awful for walking

with the sidewalks in terrible condition and traffic often ignoring traffic signals.

1) | prefer "Alternative 1" that was presented. | don't see the need or want to connect Greenbriar to
the "Bottoms" district.

Oak Farms Transportation Corridors Study — Feedback from Trinity Bluff

Mr. Morris, Mr. Craig, and Councilmember West,

As president of the board of Trinity Townhomes IT HOA, I represent the Trinity Bluff community of
60 townhomes and approximately 100 residents. I am writing to give our input on the plan and
alternatives presented at the Oak Farms Transportation Corridors Study public meeting on October 29,

2024.

Our community supports the proposed changes to the Jefferson Blvd viaduct and the Houston Street
viaduct and extension of the streetcar line to the Dallas Zoo. We additionally suggest that a trailhead
be established at the southern end of the Houston Street viaduct affording access for cyclists,
pedestrians, and streetcar riders to the Trinity Trail.

We do not support any of the six proposed street realignments, which will increase traffic on Greenbriar
Lane. We do support a modification of alternative 6, shown attached here as “Alternative 7.” It does
not include the extension of Greenbriar past Zang and leaves Eads and I-35 connecting to Colorado
Blvd. only rather than connecting to Brazos Street and Greenbriar.

Greenbriar is a residential street, home to hundreds of families, and is heavily utilized by dog walkers,
joggers, parents with children in strollers, and cyclists. Unfortunately, the current wide lanes of
Greenbriar invite vehicles to travel at high speeds, creating a hazard. The residential nature of the
street must be protected and its use should be made even safer than it is today. We propose a road diet
for Greenbriar, with 12° wide sidewalks, a dedicated bike lane, and traffic calming elements. Ifparallel
parking can be accommodated, we would support it. The current head-in parking along the north side
of Greenbriar should be reserved for residents and guests of Trinity Oaks and Trinity Bluff.

Thank you for the opportunity to provide input. The HOA and our community will be following this
process closely. We look forward to seeing a revised proposal which takes into consideration the
many residents living on Greenbriar Lane.

Gentleman:

Serving as representative of the Trinity Townhomes I, our pioneering community was the first
townhome development on East Greenbriar Ln, located at the Intersection of Zang Blvd. Our
community opened in 2006 and 2007 and after 17 years many of us walk and bicycle Greenbriar
and the surrounding areas on a daily basis.

We have noted that driver behavior has been a challenge as Greenbriar Lane (formally Bur Oak
Drive) knowing this street was originally conceived to accommodate large trucks and
commercial vehicles more associated with light industrial and commercial land uses adjacent to
the Trinity Floodplain. Drivers tend to take advantage of the additional roadway width by
speeding and Greenbriar at times feels like a bypass during peak hours.

However times have changed, Greenbriar has quickly transitioned to multi-family and
neighborhood service land uses, and more recreational and mobility options are driving more
considerations that address the need for safety.

Our community is supportive of the proposed changes for the Houston St. Viaduct and for
Jefferson Blvd. especially when it comes to safe separation of for pedestrians, cyclists and
streetcar patronage apart from concentrated vehicular usage proposed for Jefferson Blvd. For
Greenbriar Lane, we are supportive of curb extension on the south side of Greenbriar as a
combined sidewalk and two-way cycle track with a minimum width of at least 12 to 14 feet
wide. We also are supportive of singular 11 to 12 foot wide vehicular lanes to help influence
traffic calming.

Reviewing the Oak Farms Transportation Corridors Study we are in alliance with our Trinity
Bluff neighbors and do not agree with earlier options for Greenbriar to extend past Zang Blvd.
We already see that Greenbriar gets used as a bypass and we do not feel that extending or
streamlining this corridor would minimalize impacts. We generally feel that Option 6 comes
close but that an Option 7 where Brazos St. terminates at Jefferson Blvd. would work well for
both the Oak Farms future Development as well as our Greenbriar communities. Like how our
communities were constructed along Greenbriar Ln. we feel that future development will also
benefit with developments that have ‘unobstructed frontage’ facing the Trinity (without a
roadway between the levees and their communities). We cannot speak for the Bottom
neighborhood, but we see that this community already has excellent access to Colorado Blvd.
which also serves as a gateway and critical access point to I-35E.



Knowing our surroundings well we think there are opportunities that arise both from the
potential Houston St. Viaduct conversion as well as the Oak Farms Transportation Corridors
Study. We see Dallas Streetcars as a pedestrian generator which supports non-motorized
mobility options such as increased pedestrian and cyclist amenity. Knowing also how valuable
existing infrastructure can be (especially when located within the Trinity Floodplain and under
USAC oversight), we are proposing that this team consider the possibilities of repurposing
former vehicular flyover structure into a pedestrian amenity as well as repurpose pavement to
help define a separated cyclist pathway. Attached is our Option 7 B Plan which explores
possibilities of reusing pavement, reducing demolition expense and creates a creative ‘gateway’
to Oak Cliff.

I recently visited Providence R.I. where they have converted the former Highway 195 bridge
structure by using the same columns and created a pedestrian bridge. This inspired the idea of
something similar that I have included.

But instead of a bridge, the ‘Thomas Marsalis Overlook Concept’ this would be more like a Pier
that takes advantage of the height of the Jefferson Bridge and allows visitors an opportunity to
see perhaps one of the best ‘signature views of downtown Dallas, the Trinity, Houston Viaduct,
Margaret McDermott and Margaret Hunt Hill Bridges. Basically this simple idea would be to
keep but repurpose the former Zang Blvd. ramp into a ADA accessible pedestrian destination.
We also see an opportunity to separate but continue the Houston St. two-way cycle track, by
using the existing Marsalis St. pavement and rejoining the Zang Blvd. Corridor, thus keeping the
bicycle amenity apart for the streetcar tracks.

Please see attached Conceptual renderings in this email for your consideration and discussion.
Please let me know if you have comments or questions regarding the plan and conceptual ideas.

Dear Oak Farms Traffic Study Committee:

As a resident of North Oak Cliff and a runner, | have been jogging across the Houston Street Viaduct for more than 20 years — at all hours, from pre-
dawn to late night, in all kinds of weather and during all seasons. I've also traversed the bridge perhaps 200 times on a bicycle. As a redeveloper
of antique buildings, a former zoning commissioner, and promoter of Oak Cliff, | have a “sociological eye” for the environments | run through. From
that perspective, | recommend restraint in changing vehicular and non-motorized traffic patterns on this historic bridge.

For one, | don’t think the bridge is broken. | have never witnessed or heard about any pedestrian-vehicle collisions. | don’t see broken car parts —
e.g., shattered glass or broken bumpers — that indicate traffic accidents. Aside from signs of occasional “doughnuts” performed by drivers near the
old Reunion Arena parking garage, the bridge is not favored by racers. There is a generous raised sidewalk, easily big enough for both bicyclists and
pedestrians, separated from automobiles by the streetcar track. Even though people on foot or two wheels favor the Houston Street Viaduct over
the Jefferson bridge because it is flat, such use is nowhere near capacity, even during rush hours or during fair weather.

The risk of removing cars is that you’d remove eyes. That’s a lonely stretch, even during daylight, and pedestrians need all the “police” in the form
of motorists they can get. A decommissioned bridge would invite encampment by the homeless — as | witness twice a week when my runs take me
across the pedestrian lanes of the 1-30 bridge. | also run the Ron Kirk bridge, and the City struggles to maintain order and cleanliness on that
relatively populated expanse. | worry that the downtown-side ramp (or apron) of the bridge would become the same no-man’s-land of the north
terminus of the Ron Kirk bridge. Would that help the redevelopment of the old Dallas Morning News building and Union Station?

The Houston Street Viaduct admirably performs the functions it was designed for when built in 1912. We should honor the structure and its
builders by continuing to host the streetcar, automobiles, bicyclists, and pedestrians on its lanes. There is wisdom and safety in use.

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The public meeting will begin with a brief presentation of the project overview and highlights, followed
by an open house format allowing the public to ask staff members questions and provide comments
about proposed concepts.

The project team is seeking input from the public to determine options for several transportation
enhancements designed to improve safety, mobility and accessibility in the Oak Farms area. An
important gateway to/from downtown Dallas and beyond, this area presents opportunities to connect
neighborhoods through a multimodal approach. The study is being conducted in two parts: one by the
City of Dallas and one by NCTCOG.

The City of Dallas portion is designed to provide corridor analysis to determine multimodal
prioritization for studied thoroughfares, evaluate the feasibility of a DART Streetcar extension in the
Oak Farms area with connectivity to existing operations, and recommend corridor rehabilitation
projects to provide pedestrians and cyclists safe access to the street grid.

NCTCOG’s portion of the study involves analysis of the Houston Street and Jefferson Street Viaducts,
including possible bicycle/pedestrian, transit and vehicular configuration and connectivity options for
the bridges, and how they could enhance mobility as both the study area and Dallas-Fort Worth region
continue to grow and evolve.
