Background: Summary of February 

Overall Violent Crime is down by –12.52% year-to-date.

There are several significant contributing factors as of YTD: 

Aggravated Assaults have decreased by –6.71%

Murders involving NFV -5.00%   

     Operation Safe Streets – 301 total arrest  
     Operation Fight Club – 66 firearms, $73k, 207 dogs, 31 detained, 8 Fed 
     Operation Night Life –Deep Ellum addressing club complaints and concerns
     Operation Clean Sweep – Currently active.
