The Dallas Police Department would like to provide an update on the changes made to
the procedures regarding enforcement of cannabis possession. These procedural changes
are being made to lessen the impact of arresting individuals for low level amounts of
marijuana. Unless certain circumstances are present, the Department will not charge an
individual with possession of marijuana indicative of personal use which is considered
two ounces or less.

Under the new procedures, officer will charge the individual with possession when:
e More than 2 ounces of marijuana
¢ Any amount of marijuana where there are indications of drug distribution such as:
Multiple smaller baggies of marijuana packaged for resale.
Presence of digital scales or packs of empty baggies
Officers personally observe a drug transaction take place
Individual is involved in a drug-related call for police service, or part of a
Narcotics Division investigation
¢ Any amount of marijuana and the suspect has:

o A firearm in his possession

o A companion charge for a crime against person offense

Cite and release procedures will be followed when officers discover an individual has more
than two ounces but less than four ounces and no other charges requiring a custodial arrest
are present. In all circumstances, marijuana will be seized from the individual. Officers will
document all seizures with the appropriate reports and place the property into drug evidence
lock boxes per Department policy.

These procedures will become effective April 19, 2021. Officers will receive the updated
General Orders, a Roll Call Training Bulletin, and a training video to ensure understanding
and achieve compliance. The Dallas Police Department will continue to review its
procedures to ensure they are in line with best practices and national standards.

As relayed in my weekly message to employees, many of our employees continue to work
from home but are starting to come into the office on hybrid and flexible schedules.

Prior
to May 6th, we will reach out to your offices directly to discuss and receive input on our
proposed go forward strategy. This will allow us to incorporate your feedback and include
it in the briefing to the Ad Hoc Committee on COVID-19 Recovery and Assistance.

In the meantime, it's important that you know we are continuing to be strategic, cautious,
and using data to determine how and when it is best for everyone to fully return to in
person, office working environments. We will continue with our current Phase Il activities,
which includes virtual meetings and move forward with the May 10 Phase Il opening.
Facial coverings will continue to be required for all city employees and guests in city
facilitates. We will provide an update on the Phase Il protocols during the May 6" briefing.

We appreciate your ongoing support and cooperation as we work to safely reopen City
Hall and other city facilities in the next few months. Please do not hesitate to reach out
to me or Kimberly Bizor Tolbert, Chief of Staff, who is leading the City’s Return to Work
planning efforts.

The Department of Housing and Neighborhood Revitalization Launches
Neighborhood Empowerment Zones (NEZ) Program

The Department of Housing and Neighborhood Revitalization is excited to announce the launch
of the Residential Neighborhood Empowerment Zones (NEZ) program on Monday, April 26, 2021.

This launch will begin with residential owner-occupied homes and single-family/duplex rental units
located in one of the residential NEZ districts. Approved applicants will be eligible for 10-year
abatements of a portion of their property taxes and reimbursement of certain development-related
city fees.

The Residential NEZ program was created to encourage rehabilitation and repair of residential
properties in the City and to promote economic development and affordable housing. The
program was approved January 22, 2020 by Resolution No 20-0188.

If an eligible applicant has completed eligible repairs between January 22, 2020 and today, they
may apply to the program. If work has not yet been started, an applicant can apply for pre-approval
and get full approval after completion of the work. Homeowners who have received assistance
for home-repairs from the City of Dallas during this period, who live in eligible areas will be
contacted after construction is complete to apply for the NEZ program.

Eligible Applicants:
e Homeowners: spend at least $5,000.00 renovating their own home and have a household
income at or under 120% AMI
e Landlords: spend at least $10,000.00, bring their single family or duplex rental unit up to
Chapter 27 habitability standards, and rent it to people whose household is at or under
60% AMI

Eligible repairs are weather and water proofing like roof repairs, doors and window replacement
and Essential Systems Repairs like accessibility, and HVAC. A full list of repairs is available under
the NEZ program at www.bit.ly/DALRESNEZ.
Homeowners will need to have the following:

¢ Proof of identification

e Proof of income

e Proof of work completed or to be completed

Landlords that apply will need their tenant to co-apply and be income verified. Landlords will need
to complete the minimum eligible repair investment and bring their property into compliance with
the City’s Minimum Property Standards in Chapter 27 of the Dallas City Code.

Starting on April 26, 2021 applications can be downloaded from www.bit.ly/DALRESNEZ or can
be picked-up at Dallas City Hall. Applications will be accepted anytime throughout the year.

City Hall is tentatively scheduled to open on May 3, 2021. Before then, Applicants can call 214-
670-3744 and ask staff to meet them outside of City Hall to pick up or drop-off an application.

Complete applications can be dropped off at the above-mentioned location between 8:00 am and
5:00 pm and will be processed as received.

Housing staff will hold an information session to learn more about the program and requirements
of eligibility on Tuesday, April 20, 2021 from 6:00 pm to 7:00 pm to discuss in detail NEZ and the
applications.

Response to Questions from the April 7, 2021 Dallas Executive Airport
Development Briefing — Department of Aviation

This memorandum is in response to questions raised during the April 7, 2021 City Council
briefing, Dallas Executive Airport Development Update, as to the potential uses for
available land at the airport.

The Department of Aviation has both aeronautical and non-aeronautical land available
for development. Per Ordinance No. 20935, the bulk of the property available for
development is currently zoned as Industrial Research District (IR) with approved Special
Use Permit (SUP) No. 169, which grants allowance for an airport to be established on the
property. There are also small parcels of land zoned as R-10 (A) for Single Family use, a
remnant of the prior zoning for the property.

In accordance with the acceptance of Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Grant
Assurances and FAA Order 5190.6B Airport Compliance Manual, the Department of
Aviation is required to follow the FAA guidance for development of land on airport
property. Permissible uses for aeronautical property include but are not limited to
airfield/airspace, improvements, and facilities used to support operations such as
hangars, Aircraft Rescue Fire Fighting (ARFF), baggage handling facilities, parking areas,
concession spaces and passenger screening areas.

Non-aeronautical land is designed for commercial uses other than the direct conduct of
aviation operations by the airport sponsor or airlines and are unrelated to serving the
traveling public or aeronautical functions. Common types of non-aeronautical
development include but are not limited to industrial or distribution centers, non-airport
vehicle and maintenance equipment storage, aircraft museums, administrative offices or
retail businesses.

Per the 2015 Master Plan and 2017 Land Use Study, and recent Request for Proposals,
options for non-aeronautical uses identified were event venue/art gallery, workforce
education center, movie theater, gym/wellness/medical center, hotel/convention center,
mixed use commercial, recreation center, senior housing and/or sports complex.

Non-aeronautical property has great flexibility in what it can be used for, but it may require
additional efforts to receive approval such as zoning changes, amendment to existing
SUP, as well as FAA review. Additional factors which may need to be considered include
animal attractants, environmental and airspace, or any activity which would restrict or limit
aircraft and/or airport operations.

sussecT |nitiative to End Homelessness Among Veterans

In May of 2019 an initiative to end veteran homelessness began, with primary support
from the Metro Dallas Homelessness Alliance (MDHA). In order to achieve this, a Direct
Service Providers Workgroup was established and MDHA added Dedicated Navigation
Staff Support to work with landlords to identify units and move veterans into housing
faster. The initiative seeks to end veteran homelessness through a measured process of
housing 50 veterans per month, broken out into 100 day ‘challenges,” and has housed
667 veterans since May 2019.

Due to COVID-19, the 29, 100-day challenge was suspended but the initiative still housed
75 new participants. Due to this, the goal of 50 participant housing placements per month
will need to be increased to address the months during the pandemic where this goal was
not met. In spite of this, the initiative is now poised to resume its 100 day surges and
expects to meet its goal of ending veteran homelessness by December 2021.

The program is also actively working with the VA and SSVF providers to overcome
challenges related to data collection and entry required to effectively identify and track
our active homeless veteran population. This initiative is positioned to support the City of
Dallas Veteran Affairs Commission.

Encampment Resolution Schedule April 15, 2021

The Office of Homeless Solutions (OHS) has scheduled the following sites for homeless
encampment cleaning the weeks of April 12%-16™" and April 19"-23", Please note that
these will be for debris removal and outreach only. There are 19 sites scheduled for
removal, April 12%-April 16™, through the ongoing OHS & Parks Department Strategy,
which are listed in the attached Encampment Resolution schedule. Together, OHS &
Parks were able to hand out 72hr notices for site removal to these location over April 8"
and April 121,

The OHS Street Outreach teams have continued to engage with individuals to provide
notice of clean-up and connect to resources and shelter. Last week, the OHS Street
Outreach Team:

e Engaged a total of 103 unsheltered residents

e Linked 6 unsheltered residents to MLK Community Service program through Night
Court to expunge existing tickets. This helps remove barriers for recovering IDs

e Referred 10 residents to Our Calling for shelter and COVID-19 vaccination

e Assisted 15 residents transfer from Our Calling to area shelters

o Referred 8 residents to the Stewpot for stimulus check assistance

City Response — In addition to sending them a few pictures of the units exterior, | also
sent him the following statement:

On Monday, April 5%, at approximately 12:30 p.m., Dallas Fire-Rescue’s (DFR) Rescue
53 was stolen from Fire Station #53, located in Northeast Dallas. Due to the combined
efforts of law enforcement personnel from Dallas Police Department, Texas Department
of Public Safety, and other local jurisdictions, the ambulance was recovered in
McKinney after a high speed chase that lasted more than an hour. Thankfully, there
were no reported injuries associated with the incident.

Upon further examination of the unit, DFR is able to report that all equipment and
medications are accounted for. However, the unit itself had to be removed from service
and is still being evaluated for damages. The equipment was transferred to a reserve
unit, which was placed into service, at approximately 8:00 p.m. on April 5, to resume
emergency response to the city and its residents.



DFR has policies in place to safeguard against the theft of equipment. Once the full
investigation of this incident is concluded, a determination will be made on what
corrective measures are necessary to prevent this from reoccurring. In the initial
response to this incident, the department has already reemphasized the importance of
station security through an internal posting so that members continue to

maintain situational awareness and take steps to prevent similar occurrences moving
forward.

All' I can confirm for you is that the incident took place on March 15, 2016 at 14:31. It
took place at the Black Diamonds strip club, located at 9009 Sovereign Row, and was
reported as a “Unconscious Person”. When firefighters arrived, they found the
unresponsive and burned body of an unidentified male in the back dressing room. Soon
after, medics arrived and determined the man was deceased.

The information | have access to doesn’t contain anything pertaining to the
investigation. That being the case, the Fire Investigation Division is preparing something
that speaks to what investigative measures were taken locally before it turned into a
federal matter. | should be able to get you something before your deadline.

The more than likely reason no one ever asked about this fire is because of the fact that
it was put in as an “Unconscious Person”. The people at the news desk probably just
glossed over it due to the fact that most of those call types don’t turn out to be
newsworthy.

Engine 47 was first on-scene for the call of an “unconscious person” at listed
address. An occupant was found deceased with thermal burns on his body located in
the building which had incurred major fire damage. Fire investigators, during their
examination, found evidence of a poured accelerant and determined that the fire had
self-extinguished prior to DFR arrival.

The fire was initially classified UNDETERMINED pending the report from the Medical
Examiner. On 3/19/2016 the classification was updated to INCENDIARY after
examining surveillance video.

This fire incident was connected to a series of fires that occurred in the “Richmond
Strip”, located in the southwest incorporated city limits of Houston, Harris County,
Texas, beginning from January 2010. These fires were reportedly a measure to reduce
“‘competition” of a particular Strip Club.

Dallas Fire-Rescue arson investigators began the investigation of Black Diamonds,
however, the local investigation yielded to the U.S. Department of Justice, Federal
Bureau of Investigations, who continued the inquiry. Dallas Fire-Rescue Arson Division
did not file any charges, and only provided assistance with the federal investigation.
Dallas Fire-Rescue investigator, Sam Stephenson (now with the City of Rockwall Fire
Department), was the lead investigator.
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
