4. ALL TREES WILL BE IRRIGATED WITH PRESSURE COMPENSATING FULL CIRCLE BUBBLERS THAT HAVE A

LOW GPM. THESE HAVE LOW FLOW RATES THAT ALLOW WATER TO BE ABSORBED AS NEEDED, REDUCING

RUNOFF.
