1. seeking the advice of its attorney about pending or contemplated litigation, settlement offers, or any matter in which the duty of the attorney to the City Council under the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct of the State Bar of Texas clearly conflicts with the Texas Open Meetings Act.  [Tex, Govt. Code §551.071]

2. deliberating the purchase, exchange, lease, or value of real property if deliberation in an open meeting would have a detrimental effect on the position of the city in negations with a third person.  [Tex. Govt. Code §551.072] 

3. deliberating a negotiated contract for a prospective gift or donation to the city if deliberation in an open meeting would have a detrimental effect on the position of the city in negations with a third person. [Tex. Govt. Code §551.073]

4. deliberating the appointment, employment, evaluation, reassignment, duties, discipline, or dismissal of a public officer or employee; or to hear a complaint or charge against an officer or employee unless the officer or employee who is the subject of the deliberation or hearing requests a public hearing.  [Tex. Govt. Code §551.074]

5. deliberating the deployment, or specific occasions for implementation, of security personnel or devices.  [Tex. Govt. Code §551.076]

6. discussing or deliberating commercial or financial information that the city has received from a business prospect that the city seeks to have locate, stay or expand in or near the city and with which the city is conducting economic development negotiations; or deliberating the offer of a financial or other incentive to a business prospect.  [Tex Govt. Code §551.086]

7. deliberating security assessments or deployments relating to information resources technology, network security information, or the deployment or specific occasions for implementations of security personnel, critical infrastructure, or security devices. [Tex. Govt. Code §551.089]

DISCUSSION: 2020 BOARD ITEMS

Chair Christian tabled this discussion for a later meeting for more board member participation.

FEBRUARY 2020 CENTER MANAGER’S REPORT 

· Clients Served 

Ms. Jones provided an overview on social services and tenant programs for the month of February 2020. For the month of February, the Social Services Program’s total number of clients assisted with financial, food, referrals and donations were 1,289. Financial assistance for 58 individuals totaled approximately $31,248.00.  

· Tenant Program Highlights 

· In January, Dallas Back Chamber of Commerce is working on their membership drive.

· Carter’s House is continuing to make sure that children are equipped for success.

· Empowering the Masses currently have 24 students registered for our day and evening Phlebotomy classes.  We have been able to provide snacks to the center and over 40 after school programs through Frito Lay and Pepsi.
· Family Care Connection has increased number of client’s served.  Increased visibility at the MLK Center through clinic outreach/partnering with other agencies. 

· Turner 12 Inc. collected and donated some 50 teddy bears to the children of Scottish Rite Hospital for a Valentine’s Community Service project.
· Fresh start services the homeless population regarding housing referral, resource referral, and financial assistance referrals as well as providing information to the homeless community regarding mental and physical health options as well as provision of government documents needed to prepare for housing assistance.
· The MLK Dallas Civil Rights Museum and MLK Center collaborated for the Annual Black History Month Celebration for a panel discussion.  The event took place on Thursday, February 27, 2020 and the panelist were Yolanda Davis and DeMetris Sampson and moderator Harrison Blair.  The theme was “Will You Count: African Americans in 2020 Census”.  It was a great event with a lot of important information regarding the census.  The Dallas Civil Rights Museum has completed a lot of partnerships and collaborations with many organizations throughout Dallas this month regarding the 2020 Census.

DISCUSSION: MLK CELEBRATION 2021

Chair Christian stated that he has had a discussion with the Mayor, and it is the Mayor’s desire for the Gala to be more accessible to all citizens.  Chair Christian stated that the board may need to look at the Gala being a Luncheon for 2021.  There was more discussion regarding the celebration, but Chair Christian tabled the discussion for a later meeting for more board member involvement.

JUNE/AUGUST 2020 CENTER CULTURAL EVENTS

Ms. Jones stated that the Juneteenth Drive Thru Celebration would be on Friday, June 19, 2020 at 10am.  The Juneteenth event is an event that will serve the people of Dallas.  We were charged with producing a Covid-19 event and what better date than Juneteenth.  We are very excited about this event and have over 20 community partners that are participating and giving product to everyone who drives thru.  The Back to School Festival will also be a drive thru and this year students will have to register to receive/participate in our event.  The Back to School Drive Thru Festival will be our second Covid-19 event taking place Friday, August 14, 2020.
