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Wash your hands often with soap and water 
for at least 20 seconds, avoid close contact 
with people who are sick, stay home when 
you are sick, clean and disinfect frequently 
touched objects and surface, cover your 
cough or sneeze with a tissue.
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Fever, cough, muscle aches, shortness 
of breath.
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COVID-19 is a new virus that causes respiratory illness in 
people and can spread from person-to-person. According to 
the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), the 
risk of COVID-19 to the American public is low.
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The virus that causes COVID-19 may be 
passed from an infected person by 
close personal contact, touching an 
object or surface with the virus then 
touching your mouth, nose or eyes, or 
respiratory droplets released into the 
air by sneezing or coughing.
