Dear Commissioners:

[ am a resident of Parkdale, which currently falls within District 7. Tam emailing to plead with you to do all
that we can to keep Parkdale intact and within District 7.

Under the current Plan 16, the Parkdale neighborhood is split. We are asking that you help us become
reunited by bringing Parkdale back into District 7. In order to keep District 7 a black majority district,
we propose a very small land swap that involves moving the boundary lines of the new District 7
eastward from White Rock Creek over to Bisbee. The updated line would simply be moved east along
Military, then south along Bisbee until Scyene is reached.

This is a very small change to Plan 16. It will require only small compensating changes to be made further
eastward (such as the pockets south of Forney and Military) to swap land that is predominately Hispanic into
the new District 5.

As is, Plan 16 currently splits the Parkdale neighborhood at its northwestern corner (at the old wooden bridge
over the train tracks) and removes Parkdale Lake from the Parkdale neighborhood.

Parkdale is an example of a racially mixed area of black, brown and white members working on civic

projects together on Lawnview Ave together with Buckner Terrace HOA, Pecan Heights neighborhood,
Creekside and others in District 7. We have been looking forward to working on other District 7 projects such
as the White Rock Creek Trail that is to run north from Scyene to [-30. While we are a small neighborhood, we
have a history of active residents working in District 7 which we hope to continue going forward.

I was pleasantly surprised to see you at the City Council Redistricting meeting at the Edna Rowe School. I was
chairman of the Buckner Terfac& Homeowneérs Association for three years in the 1990s. I served o the City
Landmark Commission twice, once in the1990s and the second time when [ was appointed by Leo Chaney
when he was the District 7 Councilperson. I also served six years on the Dallas County Historical Commission
During all these years I have seen how other sections of Dallas have thrived and the southern section of the city
has suffered.

There have been studies made (I have seen them) of the number of vacant properties with taxes and fees
accumulating so that not even a non profit wants to accept them - millions of dollars of unpaid taxes. There has
been publicity recently about the City now noticing the difference between North and South Dallas.

As the records show many of the areas of South Dallas have vacant lots, trashed out structures, even in the
Historic Districts the burned out houses were left for six or seven years before being demolished. I would turn
in complaints, only for them to be ignored. It looks like it was planned destruction from City Hall. As the
residents were able they moved away to De Soto, Lancaster, or Duncanville. Now the city is trying to find out
who owns the vacant houses and lots.

One half of Buckner Terrace, east of Jim Miller, is in District 7 and all of the above has burdened our addition..
A person needs to drive a long distance across the Trinity River bottom and pick up another section of this
gerrymandered District 7.

[ built my 3000 sq,ft. house in 1986 at 4322 St. Francis and put it up for sale in December 2009. My family all
lived in Richardson and Sachse and Murphy and thought I needed to be closer to them. Since 2009 the realtors
showed the house to forty people. It cost me $10,000.00 to keep the utilities on, maintain the yard, pay the taxes
and insurance. The most anyone offered to pay down was $5000. They kept saying lower the price, I refused —
the house did not sell and I have now registered it for rental to kin folks. The house was appraised for the Tax
roll at $169,000 and I am not selling it for $139.000, and spending $11,000 to pay the agent and closing costs to
make a deall. I was told if this was farther north it would sell for $250,000.

We praised Bill Betzen's plan in our editorial today:

When Dailas City Hall launched its once-a-decade redistricting process, leaders spoke about high-minded principles.

They discussed compact districts, fair representation and an end to chopped-up neighborhoods and gerrymandered lines. There were calls for drawing Pleasant Grove
and much of southeast Dallas info a single district. And for Pete’s sake, many people said, do away with that council district along the city’s southem edge more than 20

miles long.
Then came the hard part.

For months, the city's redistricting commission has slogged through the painstaking process of creating a new council map. Over time, commissioners segued from
discussing broad objectives to studying district boundaries, block by biock.

The commission now has culled a few dozen contender maps down fo three finalists, which will be presented Saturday at a public hearing.

On balance, each of the surviving maps represents an upgrade from the current jumble of zigs and zags that Dallas calls its council districts. But of the three, one stands
out for the faimess and logic of its lines.

The best of the bunch was submitted by Bill Betzen, a Dallas blogger and very inferested citizen. His map closely hews to the original high-minded principles, creating
more compact districts and clustering communities of interest.

The other two maps offer reasonable proposals for northern council districts. But they veer off frack around downtown and on into southern Dallas. Meandering lines and
sprawling districis are a dead giveaway that politics crept info this process.

The redistricting commission has toiled, so far, with a very small audience. Few have heard the smattering of comments about how particular politicians might fare ina
proposed district. The influence of self-interested leaders and activists is evident in the two non-Betzen maps, and behind-the-scenes politicking has spilled over into

public discussions.

Dueling factions from southem Dallas have clashed over the division of assets. Compromise has not come easily, if at all. So two maps still feature a 20-mile-long district
lopping off the southernmost neighborhoods and a sliced-up southeastern quadrant of the city.

Incredibly, Betzen’s map appears to have little support on the commission. He took an apolitical view of this process and approached this as more of an academic
exercise. But the non-politician doesn’t have a political champion on the commission. Sadly, his map faces long odds.

But the public still has a chance to weigh in Saturday. Residents from across Dallas should find plenty to like about Betzen's map — it's called wPlan03¢ — and must
seize this last chance to share that with the commission.

The commissioners themselves — and ultimately the City Council — should take another look at Betzen's map, as well as the objectives they laid out for this process.

The redistricting commission deserves credit for its meticulous approach fo this exercise. Unlike some other local govemments — Dallas County comes o mind — this
group has been fransparent and professional.

But in the end, the commission’s work will be judged by the final product. And as it stands, Betzen's map is the only one that passes muster.
