         Water is the most important factor, especially through the first 
year!  During the cooler months, once a week watering should be 
sufficient, remember, if it rains, you don’t need to water.  As the 
temperature increases, watering frequency should increase 
    Example, during July, you may need to water 3 times per week. 
 
          To get the needed water to the roots it is best to use a soaker hose 
or lay the end of your hose over the rootball, then turn on a “trickle” 
and let it soak the area.   
     Keep the water and mulch away from the trunk!
