Any person making
personal, impertinent, profane or slanderous remarks or who
becomes boisterous while addressing the City Council or while
attending the City Council meeting shall be removed from the room
if the sergeant-at-arms is so directed by the presiding officer, and
the person shall be barred from further audience before the City
Council during that session of the City Council. [f the presiding
officer fails to act, any member of the City Council may move to
require enforcement of the rules, and the affirmative vote of a
majority of the City Council shall require the presiding officer to
act.”

BACKGROUND

Virginia Bradford, the mother of Fred Harold Bradford, Jr., sues the City of Dallas, Chief
David Brown, and former Dallas police officers Bryan Kent Burgess and Michael
Puckett, alleging that they violated Fred Bradford's rights to be free from unlawful
seizure and to be free from the use of excessive force in the course of a seizure.
Plaintiff alleges that the City of Dallas is liable because the former officers acted
pursuant to constitutionally deficient police department policies, and that the police
department failed to train and supervise its officers adequately, so as to prevent
unlawful conduct of sort allegedly committed by Burgess and Puckett. A settlement was
reached that disposes of all claims by all parties. Virginia Bradford is represented by
Ben C. Martin, Thomas Wm. Arbon, and Russell T. Burton of the Law Offices of Ben C.
Martin, LLP, and William M. Ravkind of Ravkind & Associates, L.L.C.
