Briefing meetings are held the first and third Wednesdays of each
month. Council agenda (voting) meetings are held on the second
and fourth Wednesdays. Anyone wishing to speak at a meeting
should sign up with the City Secretary’s Office by calling (214) 670-
3738 by 5:00 p.m. of the last regular business day preceding the
meeting. Citizens can find out the name of their representative and
their voting district by calling the City Secretary’s Office.

Sign interpreters are available upon request with a 48-hour advance
notice by calling (214) 670-5208 V/TDD. The City of Dallas is
committed to compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act.
The Council agenda is available in alternative formats upon

reguest.

Rules of Courtesy

City Council meetings bring together citizens of many varied
interests and ideas. To insure fairness and orderly meetings, the
Council has adopted rules of courtesy which apply to all members of
the Council, administrative staff, news media, citizens and visitors.
These procedures provide:

e That no one shall delay or interrupt the proceedings, or refuse
to obey the orders of the presiding officer.

e All persons should refrain from private conversation, eating,
drinking and smoking while in the Council Chamber.

e Posters or placards must remain outside the Council Chamber.

e No cellular phones or audible beepers allowed in Council
Chamber while City Council is in session.

“Citizens and other visitors attending City Council meetings shall
observe the same rules of propriety, decorum and good conduct
applicable to members of the City Council. Any person making
personal, impertinent, profane or slanderous remarks or who
becomes boisterous while addressing the City Council or while
attending the City Council meeting shall be removed from the room
if the sergeant-at-arms is so directed by the presiding officer, and
the person shall be barred from further audience before the City
Council during that session of the City Council. If the presiding
officer fails to act, any member of the City Council may move to
require enforcement of the rules, and the affirmative vote of a
majority of the City Council shall require the presiding officer to act.”
Section 3.3(c) of the City Council Rules of Procedure.

BACKGROUND

Chapter 1V, Section 9 of the City Charter provides the City Council shall canvass and
certify the results of a city election in accordance with the provisions of the Texas
Election Code. Section 67.003(b) of the Texas Election Code provides, "For an election
held on the uniform election date in May, the local canvass must occur not later than the
11th day after election day and not earlier than the later of: (1) the third day after
election day; (2) the date on which the early voting ballot board has verified and counted
all provisional ballots, if a provisional ballot has been cast in the election; or (3) the date
on which all timely received ballots cast from addresses outside of the United States are
counted, if a ballot to be voted by mail in the election was provided to a person outside
of the United States."

The canvassing period falls between Tuesday, May 12, 2015, and Wednesday, May 20,
2015. Canvassing the election results on Wednesday, May 20, 2015, provides
assurance that all votes cast are counted/canvassed with no special meeting being
required to accept the canvassing committee's report.

PRIOR ACTION/REVIEW (COUNCIL, BOARDS, COMMISSIONS)

Resolution No. 15-0515, passed by the City Council on March 25, 2015, authorized the
appointment of the Ad Hoc City Council Canvassing Committee to review the returns of
the May 9, 2015 general election and submit a canvass report to the full City Council on
May 20, 2015.

Places 3, 7, 8 and 10, in which no candidate received a majority of the votes in the
general election held Saturday, May 9, 2015 - Financing: No cost consideration to the
City

BACKGROUND

Chapter IV, Section 11, of the Dallas City Charter states, in part, "If no candidate for a
particular office receives a majority of the votes cast for all candidates for that office in
the first election, a runoff election for that office is required...." No candidate in Places
3, 7, 8 and 10 received a majority of the votes cast in the general election held
Saturday, May 9, 2015; therefore, a runoff election is required to elect council members
to represent Places 3, 7, 8 and 10.

Section 2.025(a) of the Texas Election Code provides, in part, that "... a runoff election
shall be held not earlier than the 20th or later than the 45th day after the date the final
canvass of the main election is completed." In accordance with the joint election
contract with the Dallas County Elections Department, June 13, 2015 has been
determined as the runoff election date.

PRIOR ACTION/REVIEW (COUNCIL, BOARDS, COMMISSIONS)

Resolution No. 15-0553, passed by the City Council on March 25, 2015, approved an
ordinance amending Ordinance No. 29662 to change certain election day polling
locations and certain early voting locations, dates, and times for the Saturday, May 9,
2015, general election.

Resolution No. 15-0438, passed by the City Council on February 25, 2015, approved
Ordinance No. 29662, which ordered the general election to be held Saturday, May 9,
2015.

ORDINANCE NO.

An ordinance ordering a runoff election to be held in the city of Dallas on June 13, 2015 for the
purpose of electing Members of Council for Places 3, 7, 8, and 10; designating polling places;
providing for the use of an electronic voting system for early voting by personal appearance, a
computerized voting system for early voting by mail, and electronic and computerized voting
systems for voting on election day; permitting only resident qualified voters to vote; providing
for early voting; providing for an early voting ballot board to process early voting; providing for
notice of the runoff election; and providing an effective date.

WHEREAS, on May 9, 2015, a general election was held for the purpose of electing 15
members to the city council of the city of Dallas, and it appears that no candidate for Places 3, 7,
8, or 10 received sufficient votes to be elected to the city council; Now, Therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DALLAS:

SECTION 1.  That a runoff election is ordered to be held in the city of Dallas on
Saturday, June 13, 2015, between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m., for the purpose of
electing four members to the city council of the city of Dallas to be respectively designated as
Member of Council, Place 3; Member of Council, Place 7; Member of Council, Place 8; and

Member of Council, Place 10.



SECTION 2.  That the official ballot to be used in the runoff election will be prepared
by the city secretary, and the two persons who received at the general election the first and
second highest number of votes cast for candidates for Places 3, 7, 8, and 10, respectively, and
who requested that their names appear on the official ballot, are entitled to have their names on
the official ballot as candidates for Places 3, 7, 8, and 10 on the city council, respectively.

SECTION 3.  That electronic and computerized voting systems must be used for
voting at and on the date of the runoff election in compliance with the provisions of the Texas
Election Code, as amended.

SECTION 4.  That the manner of conducting the runoff election must be in accordance
with the ordinances and charter of the city of Dallas and the laws of the State of Texas applicable
to the holding of runoff elections. The official ballots, together with such other election materials
as are required by the Texas Election Code, as amended, must be printed in both the English and
Spanish languages and must contain such provisions, markings, and language as may be required
by law.

SECTION 5.  That the boundaries of the election precincts in which the election is to
be held are defined by Ordinance No. 20231, as amended by Ordinance Nos. 20741, 21350,
21579, 22343, 22693, 23348, 24800, 25696, 27484, 28147, 28937, and 29375. Locations of the
polling places in the respective election precincts are as designated in Exhibit A, attached to and
made a part of this ordinance by reference.

SECTION 6.  That each voter must vote in the precinct in which the voter resides, and

only resident qualified voters are entitled to vote.



SECTION 7.  That a person qualified to vote and residing in the city of Dallas, but not
within any precinct described in Ordinance No. 20231, as amended by Ordinance Nos. 20741,
21350, 21579, 22343, 22693, 23348, 24800, 25696, 27484, 28147, 28937, and 29375, may vote
in the precinct nearest the person’s residence, and for that purpose the person’s residence will be
considered as part of that city election precinct. A person who has registered in a city election
precinct, but whose residence is not in the city of Dallas, is not entitled to vote in the runoff
election even though the person may own property subject to taxation in the city.

SECTION 8.  That early voting by personal appearance will be by the use of an
electronic voting system in accordance with the Texas Election Code, as amended. Early voting
by mail will be by the use of a computerized voting system in accordance with the Texas
Election Code, as amended. Early voting will be conducted at the locations and during the dates
and times designated in Exhibit B, attached to and made a part of this ordinance by reference.

SECTION 9.  That applications for early voting ballots to be voted by mail must be
mailed to Early Voting Clerk, Elections Department, 2377 Stemmons Freeway, Suite 820,
Dallas, Texas 75207. Applications for ballots by mail must be received no later than close of
business on Thursday, June 4, 2015.

SECTION 10. That the early voting ballots will be processed by an early voting ballot
board to be created in accordance with the Texas Election Code, as amended.

SECTION 11. That the mayor or, in the mayor’s absence or inability to act, the mayor
pro tem shall give notice of the runoff election by causing the notice to be published in a
newspaper within the city and posted on the city’s public meeting bulletin board in accordance

with applicable state law governing notice of runoff elections.



SECTION 12. That this ordinance will take effect immediately from and after its
passage and publication in accordance with the provisions of the Charter of the City of Dallas,

and it is accordingly so ordained.

BACKGROUND

Chapter 31, Subchapter D of the Texas Election Code provides the City may contract
with the county elections administrator for certain election services. The Elections
Administrator must provide an estimate of the election cost to be deposited in a general
election services contract fund. The resolution which authorized the joint election
contract for May 9, 2015 provided that, in the event a runoff election becomes
necessary, the Elections Administrator would provide the City (and any other
jurisdictions holding a runoff) with an estimate of additional election expenses. An
increase for the City Secretary's Elections budget is necessary to cover the current
estimated additional cost of the contract for a runoff election and additional advertising,
translation and security expenses.

PRIOR ACTION/REVIEW (COUNCIL, BOARDS, COMMISSIONS)

Resolution No. 15-0555, on March 25, 2015, passed by the City Council, authorized an
increase in the joint elections agreement and election services contract between the
City of Dallas and Dallas County for the May 9, 2015 general election.

Resolution No. 15-0439, on February 25, 2015, passed by the City Council, authorized
a joint election agreement and election services contract between the City of Dallas,
Dallas County, and various other jurisdictions within Dallas, Collin and Denton Counties,
for the conduct of a joint election to be held on Saturday, May 9, 2015 and incorporated
certain stipulations should a runoff election be needed.

BACKGROUND

The joint election agreement and election services contract between the City of Dallas
and Dallas County states, in part, that "in the event a runoff is necessary the date would
be June 13, 2015 and the agreement will automatically be extended to cover the
runoff..." The joint election agreement and election services contract between the City of
Dallas, Dallas County and other jurisdictions in Dallas County for the conduct of a runoff
election to be held on Saturday, June 13, 2015, provides the Dallas County Elections
Administrator be responsible for the selection, training and compensation of all precinct
election judges and clerks, early voting clerks, and other appointed election officials.
However, it is typical that the election judges and alternates used during a May general
election will remain the same during a runoff election.

This action authorizes the Elections Administrator to appoint election officials for the
June 13, 2015 runoff election from the list of currently qualified election judges and
alternates maintained by Dallas County. The election services contract also provides a
procedure for a participating jurisdiction to ask that a particular person be appointed as
election judge or alternate judge in the event the County list suggests a different person,
subject to agreement by all jurisdictions holding an election at the polling location.
Dallas County Elections Department will be responsible for the appointment of the
presiding judge and alternate judge for each polling location subject to the approval of
the city council.

Resolution No. 15-0554, passed by the City Council on March 25, 2015, authorized the
appointment of citizens to serve as election judges for the Saturday, May 9, 2015.

Section 1. That the Dallas County Elections Administrator be notified the City
interposes no objection to the appointment of the individuals named on Attachment A as
election judges or alternate election judges for the precincts shown beside their names
for the June 13, 2015 joint runoff election, insofar as each meets the eligibility
requirements of Subchapter C of Chapter 32 of the Texas Election Code, except as
noted on Attachment B.

Section 2. That, in accordance with the provisions of the joint runoff election
agreement and election services contract, the Dallas County Elections Administrator be
notified the City recommends the appointment of the individuals named on Attachment
B as election judges or alternate election judges for the precincts shown beside their
names for the June 13, 2015 joint runoff election, insofar as each meets the eligibility
requirements of Subchapter C of Chapter 32 of the Texas Election Code.

Section 3. That final selection, appointment, training, and pay of election judges,
alternate election judges and election clerks shall be in accordance with the joint
election agreement and election services contract.

Section 4. That the City Secretary is authorized to approve on behalf of the City of
Dallas any changes in the list of recommended election/alternate judges which may
become necessary because of the inability or refusal to serve of any of the persons
named in Attachment A or Attachment B.

Section 5. That this resolution shall take effect immediately from and after its passage
in accordance with the provisions of the Charter of the City of Dallas, and it is
accordingly so resolved.

Boarding Home Facilities Ordinance

O Chapter 8A of the Dallas City Code was
adopted by City Council on June 27, 2012

Amendments Recommended in 2014

= Altering definitions of “BHF” and “licensee”

Amend definitions for:

O “Boarding Home Facility” — delete reference to
Sec. 8A-5 exemptions to clarify burden of proof

O “Conviction” — include deferred adjudication

o “Employee” - include people receiving non-
monetary forms of compensation

potential conflict with language In suspension and
revocation sections

O Add mandatory waiting period for re-applying

o Require application to be signed under penalty of
perjury

o Explain that pending renewal application does not affect

Monetary Issues

O Require that licensee keep financial records when
assisting a resident with general money

O Amend “representative payee” provisions since

O Require written decisions by director for all
appealable actions

O Ensure consistent mailing requirements
O Include tolling provisions

O ldentify relevant time period for PLAB’s decision

Permit & License Appeal Board

O PLAB’s authority with respect to good neighbor
agreements:

o Prohibit licensee’s appeal of good neighbor agreement

o Bar PLAB from imposing good neighbor agreement in
connection with appeal of suspension or revocation

O Add burden of proof provision for PLAB appeals

O Revise ordinance’s procedures for appealing to
PLAB to ensure consistency

Criminal History Issues

O Require official Texas DPS criminal history
report with a fingerprint card issued within
the past 12 months

O Require applicant—rather than City—to obtain
all necessary criminal background checks

Criminal History Issues

O Add new 5-year disqualifying offenses:

= Failure to report abuse, neglect, or exploitation
of adult with a disability

= Theft
= Interference with an emergency call

= DWI (if BHF provides transportation)
» Harassment

= Attempt, conspiracy, and solicitation offenses

Criminal History Issues

Require criminal background checks for
volunteers

Clarify criminal background check requirements
for employees

Require criminal background checks for other
states in which BHF owners, operators,
employees, and volunteers previously lived

State that pending appeal of conviction has no

Criminal History Issues

O Require applicant or licensee to notify City when
any new criminal convictions or charges are
brought against BHF owners, operators,
employees, or volunteers

O Alter psycho-sexual evaluation requirements for
sex offenders to better reflect current actuarial
risk assessment measures

O Reduce lifetime ban on potential residents with
certain drug convictions to match 10-year ban for
owners, operators, and employees

Enforcement

o Clarify that persons owning, operating, or
working at unlicensed BHFs may be prosecuted to

Enforcement

O ldentifying potential BHFs in apartment complexes

o Require property owner or manager to make disclosures to City
whenever any person or entity leases a block of apartment units
and provides services to residents:

= Contact information for person or entity leasing units
=  Number of units leased

= Location of units

=  Number of residents in each unit

= Description of any services provided on-site by person or
entity leasing units

o Check as part of multi-tenant inspections

o Require property owner or manager to notify City whenever a new
block of units is leased and being used as a potential BHF

Miscellaneous

O Amend conflict of interests provisions

o Ordinance currently prohibits owners/operators from
employing residents outside of BHF

May limit residents’ ability to earn income and secure
housing

Allow residents to work on-site or off-site in
exchange for rent

Add provisions to protect residents choosing this

O Amend various disability-related provisions
o Privacy concerns

o Narrow tailoring

o Slightly alter immmediate expulsion requirement for
drug use and people constituting a “direct threat”

inspectors’ determination regarding number of residents

Supplemental Ideas for
New Amendments

O Since the Housing Committee briefings,
new problematic situations have arisen,
additional feedback from DFR and third-
party stakeholders has been received, and
other cities have passed BHF ordinances
with new or creative provisions to
strengthen enforcement.

Supplemental Ideas for
New Amendments

O Add bond requirement for licensees who are
representative payees or assist residents with
general money management

O Specifically incorporate Chapter 27’s minimum
housing standards

O Require written approval from the fire code
official for doors, windows, emergency escape
and rescue openings that do not comply with
Chapter 8A’s requirements

Supplemental Ideas tor
New Amendments

Allow Code to relocate residents and seek to recover
relocation costs when a BHF license i1s revoked

Require list of residents to be provided at time of
license suspension

Prohibit the operation of a BHF that results in illegal or
nuisance activities such as illegal drug activity,
harassment of passers-by, public urination, theft,
assault, vandalism, littering, loud noise, etc.

Deem date of delivery of director’s notices to be
actual receipt or 3 days after mailing

Supplemental Ideas for
New Amendments

O Include general prohibition on acts of
abuse, neglect, and exploitation at a BHF
or by licensee, employee, or volunteer

o Also specifically prohibit:
= Referral fees/kickbacks for placement of residents
= Coercive practices involving residents’ food stamps

= Coercive practices involving residents’ disability
checks

Supplemental Ideas for
New Amendments

O Change representative payee provisions to
further protect residents

o Require licensees, employees, and volunteers to:

= Immediately cease acting as representative payee
once resident moves out or no longer wants the
licensee, employee, or volunteer to be his or her
representative payee

= Document termination of role as representative
payee and any actions taken to ensure that the
Social Security Administration recognizes this
termination

Supplemental Ideas for
New Amendments

0 Add new 10-year disqualifying criminal
convictions:

= Delivery of marijuana (felony)

= Possession or transport of certain chemicals
with intent to manufacture controlled
substance (felony)

= Trafficking of persons

= Assault on public servant

Supplemental Ideas for
New Amendments

0 Additional sex offender issues:

= Slightly alter registration requirement

Ordinance currently requires licensees to determine if
a resident has been convicted of an offense requiring
registration with a sex offender registry

= State law, not licensee, determines whether an
offense triggers a registration obligation

Instead, require licensees to ensure that residents

who are sex offenders maintain registration with the
proper authorities

Supplemental Ideas for
New Amendments

0 Additional sex offender issues:

= Psycho-sexual evaluations
Change credential requirements

= Require evaluation to be done by a Licensed Sex
Offender Treatment Provider (“LSOTP”) instead of
licensed psychiatrist or person with a Ph.D. in
psychology

Require letter from LSOTP summarizing risk
assessment instead of full psycho-sexual evaluation

report

Accept former LSOTP’s risk assessment to reduce
costs but require new psycho-sexual evaluation if risk
assessment is more than 3 years old
