• Property values – initially forecast to increase 6%
• Sales tax – initially forecast to increase 4%

• However:
• Expenses will also increase
• Texas State Legislature will consider bills that limit

property tax revenue growth
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Overview - continued

• We expect some costs will increase:
• Payroll increases:  police and fire salaries due to 

Meet & Confer, police and fire pension 
contributions, and employee/retiree health benefit 
costs 

• Full-year funding for initiatives that started in 
current year:  Hire Dallas and Forestry Division 

• Master Lease debt
• Tax Increment Financing participation 
• O&M expenses associated with completed capital 

projects
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Overview - continued

• These higher costs mean that without changing 
our service delivery, FY 2017-18 expenses 
already exceed initial revenue forecasts

• To fund any new or enhanced services, we will 
need to find efficiencies elsewhere
