The Dallas Police Department has reported the year-end crime statistics for 2017 to the FBI for the
Uniform Crime Report. The statistical information submitted on the crime rate is attached for your
review. | have included some important bullet points related to this report and the city's crime rate
that | wanted you to be aware of.

o Dallas ended 2017 with an overall crime reduction of -3.60%.
o In2017, Dallas experienced the lowest per capita crime rate since 1964.

o The total number of reported offenses in Dallas for 2017 was 53,001.
o This is the lowest number of total criminal offenses in Dallas since 1968.
o There were 1981 fewer criminal offenses in Dallas than last year.

e Burglary, theft and auto theft, which are considered property crimes, accounted for over 80.5%
of all crime.
o These offenses were down -5.10% compared to 2016.

e Although homicide and robbery offenses were down -4.1% and -4.9% respectively, there was
a slight increase of 2.9% in violent crime versus 2016.
